CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 
1.    Teams to consist of four ladies and four men. Part teams may be split into 
other teams if fill-ins cannot be found. Individual entries will usually be able to 
be placed into a team. Individuals pay their fee to the team they play in. 
2.    Matches to consist of two ladies’s doubles, two men’s doubles, four mixed 

doubles. This may be altered to the reverse doubles format of 12 games with 
extended time limit, depending on entries received. 
3.    GRADES - A, B, C, D, E with 1, 2, 3 sections in each grade depending on 
entries. 
4.    Entry fee of $160.00 per team MUST accompany entry form. 
5.    Teams withdrawing after the draw has been done will forfeit entry fee. 
6.    Teams will be graded as required, depending on entries, and play as a 

round robin.             
7.    Sets are to consist of one game of 21 aces - no setting. 
8.    Each team will contest five rounds of 2hrs 45 mins duration:- Three rounds 
on Saturday and two rounds on Sunday. 
9.    Matches to begin at 9:00 am on Sat. and 9:15am Sun. 
10.  Players must play at least one match on Saturday to qualify to play on 

Sunday. Permission to waive this condition may be granted by the Tournament 
Committee. 
11.   Games will be conducted according to the Laws of Badminton as adopted 
by the V.B.V.A. and as amended in these conditions. Players should be current 
VBVA registered players and have paid their $3 annual fee. If not, $6.60 extra is 
to be paid. Current registration numbers must be quoted on the entry form. Not 
applicable to Interstate players.  

12.   Regulation attire must be worn (no part of any tracksuit may be worn when 
playing).  Non-marking soled shoes only to be worn. Please wear street shoes 
into the Stadiums and change into playing shoes. 
13.    Players must have reached the age of 40 years on or before the first day 
of the tournament to be eligible to compete. No under-age players may be 
included on original entry. Underage players can be used as a last resort, with 
the relevant number of points being deducted (as per match regulations) and 

with the permission of the organising committee. 
14.     Incomplete Teams and Injured &/or Sick players (As per V.B.V.A. 
Regulations) 
15.     No person is permitted to sell goods during the Tournament without the 
prior consent of the Tournament Committee.
